• Today’s speaker was Jamie Brown, the Volunteer Recruitment Manager for Red Cross,  
she provided an excellent introduction to all the many services provided by Red Cross to the 
citizenry of Calaveras County from 23:14 to 44:30. I highly recommend watching this 
presentation. I was surprised how many diverse services are provided, for example, Red Cross 
set up seven overnight shelters in Tuolumne Amador, and Calaveras counties within a few hours 
of being asked. They had 45 volunteers staffing these shelters with 242 person nights utilizing 
the shelters. Plus, so much more and Jamie emphasized that they are totally local.
